2. One (1) Letter of Recommendation by an Educator that is not a family member (Teacher, 
Counselor, Administrator, School Coach). Letters need to address educational and personal 
achievements that reflect Academic and vocational potential in a MAXIMUM of 250 words. (20 
points possible) 

Monies will be distributed in September with proof or enrollment. If scholarship is awarded, you will 
have to document how you utilized the Scholarship monies to the Scholarship Committee. (Books, 
Fees, Transportation, Parking, Service to the community, etc.)
